For more than 120 years, people have set
their clocks to Greenwich Mean Time (GMT,
M Ak B8 BF 18] ). It is based on the sun’s journey
across the zero-degree meridian (F 4 4,) at the
Greenwich Observatory (#&# B & X L &) in
southeast London. GMT was made the world
standard for time in 1884,
